Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order at 4:03 p.m. by Tom Hannon, Secretary.

Minutes and Disbursements:

Jack Malone made a motion to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held on 
March 19, 2014 and the disbursements for March in the amount of 
$19,415.13.   This motion was seconded by Todd LaPointe.  Discussion followed.
 A vote was called and the motion passed by all members voting in favor.  

Wright Pierce:

Christine Kurtz was not present but updated the board by sending the following report:

PS#2
1 – Pre-Construction meeting was held last Tuesday.  We were given many shop 
drawings which we are currently reviewing.
2 – CHN will likely not move anything onsite until first week of May.

II Rehab
1 - VMS has a schedule drafted to complete “punch list” with the exception of the bridge 
plug joint issue; once they hear from their sub they will be able to get us the information 
requested.
2 –We are now asking them about the lateral lining task (for the lateral at the ballfield).

State Project 133-094 (Water Main on Bridge)
1 – I saw CBYD markings last week; they were supposed to start utility work this week 
so I anticipate activity soon if it hasn’t started yet.
2 – You are having a “wet tap”  / ”insertion” style valve installed for either side of the 
bridge; we have not seen the shop drawing yet for that so we don’t know the exact detail 
of the type being used.

Dam EOP



1 – A majority of the draft is done; “dam break” modeling will be completed once the 
data from the Bathymetry testing is completed and compiled for use in the model.

Safe Yield / Water Quality
1 – Bathymetry (topographic survey for the land under water) is being done today and 
tomorrow.

Norwich Study
1 – We have the “body” of the Clean Water Fund application work completed with a task
list of items needed from the Town/WSA which I will forward in the near future; we need
to get the Contract to DEEP for review and approval as part of this, which we are 
working on.

Dam Issue
1 – We requested Todd to lower the water surface additional depth.  We are monitoring 
the leaking (both WP personnel and Todd).  He is trying to increase the water surface 
again and we will monitor when/if the leaks start again.  Our structural engineer is/will be
developing recommendations based on all that has been/will be observed.

First Selectman Report:

The First Selectman was not present.

Status Report from Todd Hastings: 

Todd informed the board members that CL & P has come out to disconnect the power to 
the old town shed and has now connected the new equipment shed.

The Baltic Heights sewer line repair has been completed.

The Maple Street water line problem has been corrected with the line and meter now 
being installed in the correct house and not the house next door.

Todd told the board that they would like to purchase a trailer to haul the mowers and 
equipment they need to each job site.  They are currently using either Todd’s or Joe’s 
personal trailer.  Discussion followed.  After much discussion the board asked that he get 
three prices and report back at the next meeting.

Discuss and possible act on budget items for next fiscal years budget:

Kathleen told the board members that she is working on next fiscal years budget and 
asked if there was anything that she should include in her figures.  Discussion followed. 
After the discussion Kathleen said that the budget is a work in progress and she will work
on it with Todd and bring it back to next months meeting for the board members to 



review.

Review bills for payment:

A copy of the Check Detail was given to all the board members that detailed all the 
checks that have been written out since our March meeting.  The board members 
reviewed the list and asked any questions they may have had..

Review past due accounts:

A report was handed out to all board members.  The amount of accounts past due is 
$72,629.76 of that amount $16,238.97 is with Attorney Lloyd Langhammer, $14,062.56 
of that amount currently has payment plans in place.  Payments received are 5,174.69
and $7,311.63 of that amount are pending either foreclosure or shut-offs.
Versailles past due accounts total is $2,738.41.  Discussion followed.
